- As we continue through Epiphany, we remember the 
humility of the Magi, who recognised in the infant Jesus 
the king of the Universe and knelt before him. As we 
start this new year, we come before you, hoping that we 
will also find you in unexpected places and people. Help 
us to walk with you through the coming year and help us 
to be the loving people you call us to be. 
- We pray for the innocent victims of war. May there be 
an end to hostilities between Israel and the Palestinians, 
we pray for all those who have lost loved ones, for those 
abducted and still missing and their families, for those 
injured, for those affected by the bombings and loss of 
homes. We continue to pray for the people of Ukraine, 
for peace and the laying down of weapons.
