For the people of Los Angeles 
and all those who, in any way, have been affected by the 
wildfires. As they look towards rebuilding their lives, 
homes, businesses and communities may they find hope 
amid their difficulties. 
- Make us people who recognise, nurture and act 
towards a more sustainable world for the benefit of all 
who draw life from this planet. Raise up campaigners 
who will speak out for wisdom, restraint & compassion, 
and pray that political leaders be guided by wisdom, 
vision, courage to work together and take urgent action.  
- For all those struggling in today’s difficult economic 
situation. May adequate immediate provision be made 
available, and support to find longer term solutions, so 
that everyone has their basic needs met for food, 
shelter, employment and security.
